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INTRODUCTION 
 
 
This report is intended to produce a numerical and graphical picture of Special Education in 
Louisiana. It contains statistics about exceptional students, their programs, Special Education 
personnel and other exceptional student data. It is designed as a reference book to assist in 
planning and evaluating educational efforts for exceptional students in Louisiana.  The data 
reflect public school students only (unless otherwise noted) and include percentages (where 
meaningful) for the counts displayed. 
 
The data are based on information submitted to the Louisiana Department of Education (LDE) 
by local education agencies (LEAs). Special Education data are from the Louisiana Network of 
Special Education Records (LANSER). The regular education data and discipline data are from 
the Student Information System (SIS), and nonpublic data are from the Non-Public Report for 
2004-2005. The SIS data include all public students in Louisiana on October 1, 2004. Special 
Education data are based on the October 1, 2004, Minimum Foundation Program (MFP) Special 
Education Student Membership Count; the December 1, 2004, Individuals with Disabilities 
Education Act (IDEA) Child Count; the Federal data tables; and ad hoc reports generated from 
LANSER. 
 
There is one table that has been modified in the 2005 Data Profile.  In Table 10, one exit reason 
has been removed, and one exit reason has been renamed. 
 
There are two new tables in the 2005 Data Profile. Table 23C has the LEA report of children 
with disabilities unilaterally removed to an interim alternative education setting (IAES) or 
suspended or expelled for more than 10 days.  Table 23D has the statewide report by disability of 
children with disabilities unilaterally removed to an interim alternative education setting (IAES) 
or suspended or expelled for more than 10 days. 
 
Table 23 A-D, 24 A-B, and the Personnel tables will be published as the current year data is 
received.

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SUMMARY OF INFORMATION IN THE 2004-2005  
STUDENTS AGES 3-21 REPORT 

 
 

 
This summary is a highlight of major issues in the area of Special Education in Louisiana. It is intended to show 
current data as well as a comparison of information over time. 
 
COMPARISON OF CHILD COUNT NUMBERS 
 
� Table 1 shows the General and Special Education counts of students in public and nonpublic schools. 

While Special Education students make up 17.09% of the population in public schools, they account for 
less than 3.05% of the nonpublic school population. 

 
� Table 1A splits the total public school population between children with disabilities, gifted and talented 

children, and regular education children. 
 
� Table 4 shows the IDEA count of students with disabilities ages 3-5 continues to increase. This number 

increased by 5.73% from 2002 to 2003 and by 4.55% from 2003 to 2004. 
 
� Table 5 indicates that the IDEA count of students with disabilities ages 6-21 continues to increase. The 

count increased by 0.41% from 2002 to 2003 and by 0.05% from 2003 to 2004. 
 
� Table 6 combines the data of Table 4 and Table 5 and shows the IDEA count of students with 

disabilities ages 3-21.  
 
� Figure 1 illustrates that children with disabilities represent 13.6% of the total public student membership 

and gifted/talented students account for another 3.5%, with regular education children accounting for 
82.9%. These percentages reflect the numbers in public schools only. 

 
RACE/ETHNICITY AND GENDER COMPARISON 
 
� Table 2A provides the total population of students by race/ethnicity, and Table 2B shows the 

race/ethnicity data for children with disabilities. The percentages include all public education students.  
 
� Figure 2 indicates that black and white race/ethnic groups comprise 96.0% of the total population of 

students and 97.6% of the children with disabilities. Also, 47.7% black and 48.3% white students 
comprise the total population, while 52.2% black and 45.4% white students make up the children with 
disabilities. 

 
� Table 3A shows the number of public education students by gender, and Table 3B shows the gender 

data for children with disabilities. As shown in Figure 3, males represent 51.3% of the total public 
school population, while females represent 48.7%. Of the public students with disabilities, males 
represent 67.9% and females 32.1%. 

 
� Figure 5 shows a comparison of gender and race/ethnic groups by disability category.

DISABILITY CATEGORY 
 
� The Child Count, noted in Table 7, is for October 1, 2004 (ages 3-21). The following data reflect a 

comparison of Louisiana’s five major disability categories with the highest percentages over the past 
three years:

� Table 7D provides the breakout by exceptionality for the Speech or Language Impairment category, as 

presented in Table 7. 
 
� Table 7E provides the breakout by exceptionality for the Mental Disability category, as presented in 

Table 7. 
 
� Figure 4 depicts the relative size of each disability category. 
 
� Table 7F provides a comparison of Gender and Race/Ethnicity percentages by disability categories. 
 
� Figure 5 depicts the Gender and Race/Ethnicity of each disability category, providing a quick visual of 

the Special Education population in Louisiana’s public schools. 
  
SETTINGS/EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT 
 
� Table 8 shows a comparison of students, ages 3-5, by placement settings. Table 9 shows a comparison 

of students, ages 6-21, by placement settings. 
 

The following information compares the state’s three placement settings with the highest percentages 
over the past three years for ages 6-21.

This figure uses numbers from the December 1, 
2004, Free and Appropriate Public Education (FAPE) Table for public students only. The percentages 
for each setting within each age category are shown. 
 

REASONS STUDENTS EXIT SPECIAL EDUCATION 
 
� Table 10 indicates the number of students with disabilities, ages 14 through 21, exiting Special 

Education. The table below reflects only those categories used by the Office of Special Education 
Programs (OSEP) to determine exit percentages for the states. These categories are Graduated with 
Diploma, Received a Certificate, Dropped Out, Reached Maximum Age, Died and Moved, Not Known 
to be Continuing. These exit reasons are used to determine a Leaver Rate (calculated by adding the 
totals of the 6 categories and dividing it by the total for each exit reason/category). The state data for 
three years are noted below:

GIFTED/TALENTED 
 
� There are 25,286 Gifted and Talented students (based on primary exceptionality) on the October 1, 2004 

MFP Student Membership Count. (See Table 16.) Of the Gifted students, 50.2% are female, while 
50.4% of the Talented students are female. (See Tables 12 and 14.) The majority of students classified 
Gifted or Talented are White. (See Tables 11 and 13.) 

 
� Table 15 provides a breakout of the Talented group by primary exceptionality. Table 16 shows the 

number of Gifted or Talented students by their primary and secondary exceptionality.  
 
PUPIL APPRAISAL 
 
� The number of initial evaluations conducted from December 2, 2003, to December 1, 2004, is reflected 

in Table 17. Figure 7 shows a three-year comparison of the total number of evaluations completed by 
pupil appraisal.   

 
� Tables 18 and 19 show the number and type of extensions taken on initial evaluations and reevaluations. 

Of the extensions taken on initial evaluations, 54.1% were for End of the School Year. Of the 
extensions taken for reevaluations, 33.7% were Unusual Circumstances and 40.2% are for Specialized 
Diagnostic Assessment/Medical Assessment Services. 

 
� Tables 20 and 21 show the number of multiple extensions taken on initial evaluations and reevaluations. 

Of the initial evaluations completed with extensions, 15.1% had more than one extension each. Of the 
reevaluations completed, 12.4% had more than one extension each. 
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SERVICES PLANS  
 
� Table 22 shows both the number and percent of students with Services Plans. Of the 2,867 private 

school students with a Services Plan, 22 are In Home Study. 
 
DISCIPLINE  
 
� Tables 23A and 23B provide discipline information by type, incident count, and per student ratio. Table 

23A focuses on discipline by student count, while Table 23B counts the total number of discipline 
incidents and provides the discipline per student ratio.  These data are taken from the SIS database. 

 
� Tables 23C and 23D provide the report of children with disabilities unilaterally removed to an interim 

alternative education setting (IAES) or suspended or expelled for more than 10 days by LEA. Table 23C 
is by LEA and Table 23D is Statewide by Disability. 

 
ASSESSMENT PARTICIPATION 
 
� Tables 24A and 24B detail Special Education student assessment participation.  Table 24A shows 

student numbers and percent by program, with on-level information being derived from criterion- and 
norm- referenced testing. Table 24B shows the number and percentage of students proficient on LEAP 
high stakes tests by grade and subject.

The table’s footnote 
will indicate which one(s) was/were used. 

 
 Most tables have a TOTAL count, which is the sum of the LEAs.  Some tables have a State of Louisiana 

count for the total, which is calculated differently than summing the numbers from the LEAs.

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SUMMARY OF INFORMATION IN THE 2004-2005 ESYP REPORT 
 
 
 
Students Eligible – Students Served 
 
� Table 1 indicates that for 2004, 3.41% of students statewide were eligible for ESYP, a slight decrease 

from 2003.  Of the students eligible in 2004, 81.92% were served; this number is down from 2003.  
 
� Figure 1 shows children eligible for ESYP as a percent of the child count.  Spanning the period from 

1993 to 2004, it shows a decline from 1993 to 1994, a slow but upward trend from 1994 to 1998, a 
slight decline from 1998 to 2002, a slight increase from 2002 to 2003, and then downward from 2003 to 
2004. 

 
� Figure 2 gives a twelve-year comparison of the number of students eligible and served in ESYP.  Based 

on Percent Served, there was a downward trend from 1994 to 1996, incline from 1996 to 1998, a decline 
from 1998 to 2000, a small upward trend from 2000 to 2003, and then downward from 2003 to 2004. 

 
  
Students Served by Disability Category/Classification 
 
� Table 2 shows the number of students served in ESYP by their Disability Category. The greatest 

percentage of students were categorized as Developmental Delay (20.85%), followed by Autism at 
15.38%, Learning Disability at 11.47%, Speech or Language Impairment at 9.96% and  Moderate 
Mental Disability at 7.80%. 

 
� Figure 3 shows that the above five groupings have more or less occupied the same spot for the past five 

years, with Developmental Delay having the greatest number of students this year. 
 
� Figure 4 gives a graphical comparison of percentages for students with disabilities served by regular 

school year programs and by ESYP. 
 
 
Students Served In ESYP 2004 By Age Category 
 
� Table 3 shows that for 2004, the largest number of students served was in the 6—11-year-olds age 

category, 1330 or 47.81%. The age categories of 3—5-year-olds and 12—17-year-olds were similar, 
with 676 or 24.30% and 577 or 20.74%.  The smallest number of students was served in the  
18—21-year-olds category, 199 or 7.15%. 

 
� Figure 5 shows that the size variance depicted in Table 3 has been fairly consistent for the past five 

years.  
 
� Figure 6 compares the percent of students served during the regular school year and ESYP for 2004 by 

age category.   
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Eligibility Criteria 
 
� Table 4 shows that the majority of students served in ESYP for 2004 were eligible according to the 

Regression-Recoupment Criterion (27.69%), followed by the Critical Point of Instruction, Component 2 
Criterion (27.25%). 

 
� Figure 7 shows eligibility criteria over the past five years.  In 1999, use of Component 3 of the Critical 

Point of Instruction was discontinued, resulting in percentage increases in other eligibility criteria, 
including both Regression-Recoupment Criterion and Component 2 of the Critical Point of Instruction.
